It was revealed that there were significant changes in the practice of the functioning of the global food market in recent years.
Increased competition has led to the creation of an international organization, which regulates competition in this market. But the
situation is such that sometimes the WTO are trying to use as a weapon in the competitive struggle with the country's agricultural
development, using the methods of “collective diplomacy.” This is facilitated by the fact that the bulk of the export-import
operations with food being the major transnational corporations, which have close ties with national governments and
implementing lobbying by national and international authorities. We still have a little of powerful vertically integrated structures,
as international TNK, which can conduct effective competition. The agricultural production is rather passive adaptation to the
changing conditions of the peasants, often expressed in the production of clotting. Developed countries, the major food exporters
are now more profitable to sell with a loss of surplus products, as this will minimize their costs. Russia, however, at this stage, is
more profitable to buy more expensive products on the domestic market, as it maximizes the income of society and the state as a
whole. Especially as competitive prices, folding in the global market, do not always reflect the true state of the market situation.
Cheap imports can wear features monopolistic nature be an imaginary or temporary [3].

Institutional reforms in the agricultural sector Russia is not sufficiently dynamic. Not completed the land reform. While in Russia
there are no objective conditions that can provide it, first of all, the overall loss-making agricultural production, as a source of land
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rents in the agricultural production, without which it is impossible to ensure the normal functioning of the land market.
It was found that for the effective operation of a competitive mechanism in the agricultural sector in Russia is not enough
institutional changes only in the property, is necessary to create an appropriate institutional environment, as expressed in the unity
of economic, legal, social institutions of a market economy. Negative pressure external environment hinders the restructuring of
agriculture. It is not possible to reverse the tendency to clot and Naturalization agricultural production. The absence of a
developed market infrastructure and other market institutions, cause high transaction costs in the economy of Russia. This hinders
the development of efficient production structures in the agricultural sector. Leads to the fact that until the Russian agricultural
market is dominated by unusual subjects of competition, such as the large collective farms, as well as the population [2] The same
farms.

The negative pressure of external conditions do not allow farmers to realize all the potential benefits that are inherent in them.
Therefore, their role in the food market in Russia is very small. In these circumstances, in our opinion, it is expedient to develop
various forms of cooperation and integration in agricultural production, including small collective forms of management.
World experience of management proved the effectiveness and viability of this form of organization of production in agriculture.
We believe that in Russia there are objective conditions for the emergence and functioning of such farms. At the same time
necessary Vvertical integration of production based on the use of the capacity of the existing collective farms, agrokombinats, the
formation of new co-operative forms of management.
We must focus on the creation of such structures, which can lead to compete not only in production but also in the field of sales.
In this regard, the need to accelerate the development of industrial infrastructure of agrarian production. That it helps to minimize
transaction costs, increased competition in the market and the competitiveness of the participants in this struggle.
The first is the development of financial and credit sphere, development of communications, information support of agricultural
production. This will help to quickly realize the potential of the Russian agro-industrial complex. Specificity of formation of the
competitive environment in the agricultural sector of Russia can be revealed as the creation of appropriate institutional conditions,
adequate to modern market order, making it possible to more fully realize the potential competitive advantages of the Russian
agricultural sector.

Competition in the agricultural sector is the result of the unity of contradictory factors: the maximum freedom of activity and
market forces significant impact on the running of the state in industry processes, which ensures the overall efficiency of social
production. Regulation of competition in the agricultural market in the developed countries is an advanced and expensive system.
Now in Russia it is impossible to provide the same strong support to the agrarian sector, but it is possible to take into account the
principles and methods used for this purpose. Generalization of theoretical bases and practice of state regulation of competitive
relations in the agricultural sector abroad and in Russia enables us to formulate the following directions of state support of
formation of the competitive environment at the present stage of the transition period. His efforts to concentrate the government
can create favorable conditions for the agricultural production and the creation of distribution systems for domestic food products,
including those with foreign capital. This introduction of preferential tax treatment for the agricultural sector, limiting the activity
of natural monopolies in the agricultural market, all possible assistance in the establishment and development of industrial
infrastructure, the application of protectionist policies in relation to the domestic food market. Implementation of these measures
involves a whole range of programs and activities. In the first place the completion of the legislative framework, the distinction
between the functions of various government agencies, which ultimately should lead to a gradual establishment and strengthening
of the competitive mechanism of action in the agricultural sector of the Russian economy.

At the heart of the competitiveness of our products, in our opinion, should be the ecological purity of Russian food products based
on environmentally friendly raw materials. This requires the involvement of scientific achievements in the field of plant breeding,
biotechnology and other fields. This may allow in the future to ensure the competitiveness of Russian producers on the world and
domestic agricultural market.
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
